 119 is Emergency phone number to call when you are in the need of ambulance or fire engine at the 
emergency situation.  

 You can make emergency report 24hours 365days in various languages. It's okay if you cannot speak 
Japanese. Please do not hang up the phone and wait for translator to answer.  

 When you report, please answer questions asked by officials calmly and slowly.  

 

 The Regional Fire Department Headquarters of Chikusei is starting a demonstration project using My 
Number Card. This project is intended to facilitate quick and efficient emergency services. 

 Regarding this matter, we would appreciate your cooperation to ensure a smooth operation of the 
project. Please complete the user registration of associating your Hokensho (Health Insur-
ance Card) with your My Number Card, and show the card when required.

My Number Card Demonstration Project in Emergency Situations 

For Persons Requiring Assistance during Evacuation in a Disaster Emergency 

<System for supporting Persons Requiring Assistance during Evacuation>   

 This system is intended to promote quick and safe evacuation behavior through neighborhood help, 
for persons requiring assistance such as elderly and/or disabled persons, etc.  

Eligible person: those who meet any of the following conditions and are unable to evacuate by them-
selves in a disaster emergency. (Except for residents of nursing facilities.)  

-who lives in a household which only consists of members aged 65 and over. 
-who is recognized as the care required level three by the eligibility assessment for nursing care. 
-who has a Physical Disability Recordbook of level 1, level 2 or type 1 of level 3. 
-who has a Health Benefits Recordbook for the Mentally Ill of level 1 or 2. 
-who has a Special Education Recordbook of level ○Ａ  or A. 

Note: an application is required for using this registration system.
